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Tucker Mountain Lodge Home Owner's Association Report

Holiday Greetings to Tucker Mountain Lodge Homeowners; 

  

I wish to inform you of activities being pursued by your Board of Directors for Tucker Mtn. Lodge.  We have been working on a variety of issues including the List Serve communication via our web site ( www.tuckermtnlodge.org ).  The List Serve is for Tucker Mountain Lodge related business only.  As a member you may wish to communicate to other members your desire to rent your unit, ask general questions of the other homeowners and create dialog on Tucker issues.  Only members of the list may send messages to the list. All messages should be sent to: members@tuckermtnlodge.org You may wish to add this address to your address book.  Please do not send spam or non-Tucker Lodge e-mails.

THE NEWS: 

1)  The Tucker Mtn. Lodge budget has been reviewed by the board and will be mailed soon for your review.  The budget includes an increase in costs due to higher energy bills.  Currently, Tucker is the only building in the Center Village that purchases bulk contracts which saves about 30% from retail prices.  Even with this plan costs continue to rise.  The board has elected to reduce the amount going to our reserves to keep our HOA dues level for another year.  We still maintain considerably lower HOA dues than the other five buildings of the Center Village . 

2)  The web site is currently being updated and will soon include the minutes from the September HOA meeting as well as some fresh pictures and new look. 

3)  The board is in the final negotiating stages of supplying High Speed Internet Service (HSIS) to all units.  For those owners not currently in the rental program that wish to subscribe to HSIS we are anticipating a monthly fee of $10 or less with no installation cost.  For homeowners in the rental program the new HSIS may be free due to underwriting by Copper Lodging.  Another provider that has contracted with the Metro District is currently offering HSIS via your TV cable. This service charges an installation fee over $100 and a monthly fee of $19.95 and up with, currently, limited service.  After reviewing three other HSIS offers, this last one was deemed least desirable and we encourage those homeowners who are interested to wait a short while longer while contracts are prepared.  We expect the new service will be with Wayport - an international provider of HSIS to the lodging industry.  I wish to give credit to Rick Gunther, your new HOA V.P., for requesting Wayport's bid which we hope will soon benefit all Gold Properties at Copper with others to follow. 

4)  Negotiations with Resort Development have been finalized.  This includes completion of all Construction Compliance issues and $48,000 to the HOA for the missing second hot tub and building repairs.  Further, the employee housing units will be added to the HOA to increase HOA revenues.  They had been excluded from the HOA in our original Association documents. 

5)  Amended HOA documents will be included in an upcoming mailing along with additional information.  The documents include the addition of the employee housing units into the HOA and the staggering of terms of the elected Board members to allow continuity of HOA management. 

6)  You will notice some changes to your lobby.  The board allocated $1000 to enhance the appearance of the lobby with some additional pieces of furniture and silk plants.  Volunteers to purchase and install these items were your board president and his wife.  You may wish to compare these new features to the $3000 spent on the Taylor 's Crossing lobby! 

7)  The hallways of Tucker Lodge will soon be repainted.  This should be completed by the third week of December and is not expected to impact guests.  This was authorized on November 26th with Tom Logsdon, our Copper Property Manager. 

8)  Due to ongoing vandalism in the game room, the board is proposing changing the room to a board/meeting room to provide revenue..  This will turn a money pit into an income source for the HOA and help keep the HOA dues as low as possible.  Your approval by proxy vote, to be mailed to you shortly, will be appreciated. 

9)  The Board has requested Copper Property Management to provide soda and snack vending machines.  These will likely be located in the Laundry Room for late night snackers and provide another HOA income stream. 

10)  New floor mats will soon be installed in the Garage level entrance to the elevators.  They may also be installed in the lobby entrance to reduce maintenance costs due to the water and dirt that are tracked in.  These mats will be rotated and cleaned by a local service. 

11)  The board is currently looking at leasing two vacant studio employee housing units (to make a one bedroom unit) from Copper to house our now off-site building manager.  If accomplished, this should improve building maintenance and security. 

12)  The board has requested a quote on additional VING locks for the garage entrance and stairwells to reduce trespassing and theft.  We hope to act on this additional security measure as soon as bids are available.
